Program Documentation Requirements
The Clean Vehicles program administers a number of different types of funds, some of which require both chassis and engine destruction, while others require only engine destruction. Destruction vendors should destroy both the chassis and the engine unless they receive written authorization from H-GAC staff to leave the chassis intact. To destroy the engine, at least one four-inch hole must be created in the engine block, and at least one internal component must be destroyed. The edges of the hole in the engine block must be spray painted to better display the extent of the damage. To destroy the chassis, wedge cuts 75% of the way through both frame rails must be made (cuts must leave an opening across the top).

Destruction documentation packets should include four elements:

1. Vendor Certification Form – includes basic vehicle/engine data, required attachments, salvage information, and a signed statement from the vendor.

2. Destruction Photograph Checklist – One checklist should be completed for EACH unit, and the checklist should accompany and correspond with the provided photographs

3. Destruction Photographs – A set of photographs should be submitted for EACH unit along with the photograph checklist.  Photos should be numbered and labeled with captions corresponding to the checklist that identifies which photograph is being presented.

4. Cancelled Titles – Documentation for EACH unit showing that the State of Texas has been notified to list the unit as salvaged/destroyed.
